Written for PSP X
This assumes you have a 
working knowledge of PSP and
Letter Creator
 

Skill Level = Intermediate
 

Supplies:
All supplies available (Here)
and (Here)
or you may use your own tubes
silverbead fill Pattern
 

Preparation:
Open supplies in PSP, copy originals, 
delete water mark layer
Close original tubes without saving
 

Performance Notes:
All settings will remain the same
unless new or revised settings are
given
 

Let's Begin
 

1. Activate your main tube
 

2. Dropper Tool (E)
Select a light color for the
Foreground, and a dark color
for the Background
 

3. Minimize tube
 

4. Materials Palette
Set your Foreground to
Gradient
Settings:
Angle = 45
Repeats = 3
Invert = Not Checked
Style = Linear
Click OK
 

5. File > New Image
Settings:
Width = 650 pixels
Height = 600 pixels
Raster Background = Checked
Color = Transparent
Click OK
 

6. Flood Fill Tool
Settings:
Match Mode = None
Use all layers = checked
Blend Mode = Normal
Opacity = 100
Fill canvas with Gradient
 

7. Adjust > Blur > Gaussian 
Blur >
Settings:
Radius = 25
Click OK
 

8. Activate Paper-06-AV-TS tube
 

9. Edit > Copy
Minimize
 

10. Back to working canvas
 

11. Layers > New Raster Layer
 

12. Selections > Select All
 

13. Edit > Paste > Paste Into Selection
 

14. Selections > Select None
 

15. Layer Palette
Blend Mode = Luminance
Legacy
Opacity = 20
Or to your liking
 

16. Activate mc2990 or your 
main tube
 

17. Edit > Copy
Minimize
 

18. Back to working canvas
 

19. Edit > Paste > Paste As New
Layer
 

20. Image > Resize
Settings:
Resample using = Bicubic
Lock aspect ratio = Checked
Resize all layer = Not Checked
Width = 75 % (Percent)
Height = 75 % (Percent)
 

Note:
You may want to use a mask on
the tube I provided
I used the 20/20 mask.
 

21. Layers > Load/Save Mask >
Load Mask From Disk
Find your 20/20 mask
Settings:
Source Luminance = Checked
Fit to layer = Checked
Invert Transparency = Not Checked
Hide all mask = Checked
 

22. Layers > Merge > Merge Group
 

23. Move Tool
Position the tube in the middle
towards the bottom
 

24. Active the lace tube
 

25. Edit > Copy
Minimize
 

26. Back to working canvas
 

27. Edit > Paste > Paste As New
Layer
 

28. Image > Free Rotate >
Settings:
Direction = Right
Degree = 90
All Layers = Not Checked
Rotate Single Layer Around
Canvas Center = Not Checked
 

29. Move Tool
Move to upper left corner
 

30. Layer Palette
Blend Mode = Luminance 
Legacy
 

31. Layers Duplicate
 

32. Move Tool
Move tube down and match
the top of the duplicated tube
to the bottom of the original one
 

Note:
The duplicated lace tube will
go beyond the bottom of your
canvas
 

33. Layers > Merge > Merge Down
 

34. Effects > Edge Effects >
Enhance
 

35.  Layers > Duplicate
 

36. Image > Mirror
 

37. Layers > Merge > Merge Down
 

38. Layers > New Layer
 

Note:
Activate the ruler
 

39. Preset Shape Tool
Shape-15
Settings:
Retain Style = Not Checked
Anti=alias = Checked
Create as vector Checked
Line Style = Solid
Width = 1
Join = Middle one checked
Miter Limit = 13
 

40. Starting at 0 draw down to
260 x 280
 

41. Layers > Convert to Raster
Layer
 

42. Move Tool
Move up so only 3 holes
are showing
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43. Effects > 3D Effects >
Drop Shadow
Settings:
Vertical Horizontal = 1
Opacity = 100
Blur = 1
Color = Black
Shadow on new layer = 
unchecked
 

44. Activate Chat-Diamant 1
 

45. Edit > Copy
 

46. Back to working canvas
 

47. Edit > Paste > Paste as 
New Layer
 

Note:
I had to close group raster
layer 3 to find the accent
 

48. Move Tool
Move accent to 1st small dot
closest to the outside edge of
the lace border
(See My Example)
 

49. Effects > Edge Effects >
Enhance More
 

50. Layers > Duplicate
 

51. Move Tool
Move accent to next dot
 

52. Layers > Duplicate
 

53. Move Tool
Move accent to next dot
 

54. Layers > Merge > Merge
Down
 

55. Repeat Merge
 

56. Repeat Merge
 

57. Layers > Duplicate
 

58. Image > Mirror
 

59. Layers Palette
Close all layers except
the bottom 2
 

60. Highlight Raster 2
 

61. Layers > Merge > Merge Down
 

62. Edit > Copy
 

63. Edit > Paste > Paste as 
New Image
Minimize
 

64. Layers > View All
 

65. Image > Add Borders
Settings:
Symmetric = Checked
Size in Pixels = 4
Color = Not in your graphic
 

66. Magic Wand Tool
Settings:
Mode = Add(Shift)
Match Mode = RGB Value
Tolerance = 0
Use all layers = Not Checked
Contiguous = Checked
Feather = 0
Anti-alias = Checked
Outside
Select border
 

67. Flood Fill Tool
Settings:
Match Mode = None
Use all layers = Checked
Blend Mode = Normal
Opacity = 100
 

68. Fill border with the
silverbeads fill pattern
Settings:
Angle = 0
Scale = 100
 

69. Adjust > Sharpness >
Unsharp Mask
Settings:
Radius = 2
Strength = 60
Clipping = 5
Luminance only = Checked
 

70. Selections > Select None
 

71. Image > Add Borders
Size in Pixels = 20
Color = Not in your graphic
 

72. Magic Wand Tool
Select border
 

73. Activate your merged
background image
 

74. Edit > Copy
 

75. Back to working canvas
 

76. Edit > Paste > Paste Into
Selection
 

77. Effects > Edge Effects >
Enhance More
 

78. Selections > Select None
 

79. Image > Add Borders
Size in Pixels = 4
Color = Not in your graphic
 

80. Magic Wand Tool
Select border
 

81. Flood Fill Tool
Fill with silverbeads fill
 
82. Adjust > Sharpness >
Unsharp Mask
 

83. Selections > Select None
 

84. Activate blue charm
 

85. Edit > Copy
 

86. Back to working canvas
 

87. Edit > Paste > Paste As
New Layer
 

88. Change blend mode =
Luminance Legacy 

 

89. Image > Resize
Settings:
Resample using = Bicubic
Lock aspect ratio = Checked
Resize all layers = Not Checked
Width = 50 % (Percent)
Height = 50% (Percent)
 

90. Move Tool
Move to upper left corner
 

91. Effects > 3D Effects >
Drop Shadow
Settings:
Vertical - Horizontal = 1
Opacity = 100
Blur = 10
Color = Black
Shadow on new layer = 
Not Checked
 

92. Layers Palette
Layers > Duplicate
 

93. Image > Mirror
 

94. Layers > Merge > Merge Visible
 

95. Image > Resize
Settings:
Resample using = Bicubic
Lock aspect ratio = Checked
Resize all layers = Checked
Width = 80 % (Percent)
Height = 80% (Percent)
 

96. Layers > New Layer
 

97. Add watermark
 

98. File > Export >
JPEG Optimizer
Settings:
Set compression value to 25
